Thanks to composers for submitting
their fairy originals! I still need your
contributions in order to be able to keep
the same pace in the next issues.

As usually, Stephan opens the show
with three antagonistic compositions.
Each of these problems is using a different
fairy piece. In F1086, the Dragon is a
combination of Knight and Pawn, without
promotion rights. There will be only one
Double Grasshopper move in F1087. Don’
t miss the set mate in 1 in F1088, which
also appears in one solution.

Ready for the helpmates? Both White
and Black capture in each solution of
Pierre’ s F1089. Andreas initial setting in
F1090 is not for solving - that’ s what is a
zero position called. The rebirth square of
black King should be occupied, while the
rebirth square of white King should not be
threatened. The twin means the black King
is shifted to f8. In F1091, the captured
wPg2 would reborn on c6 according to
Antipodean rules. White must mate, while
Black must continuously give check - after
discovering the double Excelsior, you have
to guess what bPh3 is doing in order to
find the solution.

F1092 is dedicated to the judge of PP
2016 informal tournament, answering
to his just criticism of F757. Slobodan
provides one third of the originals:
he sent us, except his always solver-
friendly originals, two contributions from
deceased composers. I am much indebted
to Marjan Kovacevi¢ who indicated the
excellent base of Serbian chess composers

maintained by Borislav Gadjanski (http://
srb.matplus.net/authors), so I am able to
provide some biographical details. Slavko
Radovanovi¢ died in 2013 (age 64) at
Trstenik, after making a spectacular debut
in Yugoslav Amateurs Championships
in 1996. Vladimir Jovicevi¢ - Jov was a
humorist and an editor of “Serbian ha-ha-
haiku” who died in 2011.

The longer helpstalemates are signed
by our long-time contributor Sébastien.
His miniature F1096 is funny: no piece
can actually disappear under PWC rules,
so first try creating a double stalemate
position with this material. In F1097 you
will see all the three special chess moves
in the first 6 moves of the solution. In the
last six, you must find a way to block the
remaining free black pieces.

The serial problems are quite funny and
attractive. Don’ t get put aside by the
length of the stipulation! In F1100, the
wSd7 will eventually reach on c6 via e7
and the bK won’ t move at all. In F1103,
the Bicolores condition means the black
King can’ t play on f5 as long as there is
bPg6. You will surely enjoy a lot the final
position once you find it!

This
year in the h# tourney a total of 82
chess compositions participated, of
which 32 h#2s, 28 h#s in 2Y2-3 moves
and 22 h#s in 3%2-n moves (in No. 81 -
a total of 18 problems, of which 6 h#2s,
7 h#s in 2¥%2-3 moves, and 5 h#s in
3%2-n moves; in No. 82 - a total of 22
problems, of which 13 h#2s, 5 h#s in
2Y2-3 moves, and 4 h#s in 3%2-n moves;
in No. 83 - a total of 20 problems, of
which 6 h#2s, 8 h#s in 2%2-3 moves,
and 6 h#s in 3%-n moves; in No. 84 - a
total of 22 problems, of which 7 h#2s, 8
h#s in 2%2-3 moves, and 7 h#s in 3Y2-n
moves).
